In recognition of Human Trafficking Prevention Month, we hosted a series of events focused on raising awareness and promoting
education and prevention efforts against human trafficking. Along with our partner United Abolitionists, Inc., we hosted the 17th
Annual Human Trafficking Awareness Conference on our campus, the Rosen College of Hospitality Management, which brought
together experts, community leaders, and advocates to address the global crisis of human trafficking and modern-day slavery.
Among the 500+ attendees were Orange County Mayor Jerry Demings, who issued a proclamation reinforcing the community’s
commitment to combating human trafficking, and Florida State Attorney Monique Worrell, who presented updates on Orange
County’s efforts to fight human trafficking. Thank you for your support of anti-trafficking initiatives and the continued advocacy for
survivors of human trafficking. We are a community that works collaboratively in our anti-trafficking efforts, and it starts from the top
with our elected officials.

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GLOBAL CURRICULUM AND TRAINING

In October of 2024, in Vienna, Austria, Dr. Jessica Wickey Byrd had the honor and privilege to meet with global leaders to
discuss anti-trafficking efforts to combat child sex tourism and child sex trafficking. She met with global leaders from Belgium,
Sri Lanka, Nepal, Australia, Austria, Cambodia, Norway, the UK, the U.S.A., the Netherlands, Italy, Germany, Thailand, the
Philippines, South Korea, and India, all focused on collaboratively combating child trafficking. They met for two days of
intense workshops - designing a curriculum for industry partners, associations, and schools to use to educate people about
this horrific crime. A focus was on education and training for tour guides to be able to identify child sex tourism and
trafficking, and how to work with local and national authorities to report the crime.

The goal is for every tour guide in Asia to receive training on how to identify and report human trafficking.

The workshop was led and organized by ECPAT International, a global organization dedicated to protecting children in Asia
and around the world. The framework developed outlines core competencies that can be applied across various areas of work
and roles that students will assume once they enter the travel and tourism industry.

The Knights of the RELM students facilitated a focus group to review the curriculum through the eyes of Generation Z and
provided thoughtful feedback to address child sex trafficking. You can view the full report on the ECPAT website:

Dr. Wickey Byrd also presented our anti-trafficking curriculum that we have used to educate more than 6,000 UCF Rosen
College of Hospitality Management students to be able to identify and report trafficking.
